(2) Homework Requirements

(a) Five Assignments will be given, with 8 problems per assignment.

(b) Assignments are due biweekly.

(c) Late submission will be given 50% grade deduction. No late submission over a week.

(d) Homework grade is based on “efforts/completeness” rather than “correctness”.

(e) Homework will be returned in about one week. Solutions will be distributed via e-mails.

(3) Quiz Requirements

(4) Term Project

One self-defined term project done by an individual student or a team of two is required.  The term project should be a combined design of a HVAC system.
